We will furnish, with our tender, a detailed tender price build up by pricing the individual items in the Schedule of Works and these will be used for the purpose of pricing variations.  This information will form part of our tender and we agree that in the event of a contract being awarded the rates in this information shall be used for measurement and valuation of any alteration in, addition to or omission from the Works.
The provision of a detailed tender price build up or schedule of rates, at tender stage is not recommended  as this places a significant amount of additional work on all tenderers (which will eventually be paid for by the customer).  However if in exceptional circumstances this is required then delete “within forty-eight hours of being so requested” and insert “with our tender return”
